Discussion regarding a letter of interest submitted to the Council by resident John Codere resulted in a motion by Trustee Aittama and supported by President Schuldt to appoint John Codere to the seat on the Council vacated by June Schraufnagel for the balance of the term through the 2018 general election. Yes, 4, No 1, motion was carried. Clerk Poirier then swore in Trustee Codere.
Approval of Minutes:

The April regular meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from Trustee Reese, supported by Trustee Miller to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said he received notice that CPA Jackie Aalto would no longer be conducting the Village audit. He said Ms. Aalto had done the audit for 15 years. Poirier said he would solicit bids for new auditors as soon as possible.
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Reese to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Chief Rosemurgy said the information sent to American Legal regarding the ordinance manual hadn’t yet been received but he would solicit input from everyone once the initial report was received.
Fire Report:
The Council discussed fire department issues. Chief Miller said preparations for the 4th were well under way and proceeding as planned. A motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the fire report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier said he and Reese and Schuldt had met with Schoolcraft Township Supervisor Joel Keranen regarding the Township role in a possible purchase of a new fire truck and how to finance it. Poirier said he was generally receptive and invited the committee to attend the Township‘s June meeting to discuss it further.

Poirier introduced the information sent to him from bond attorney Steven Mann at Miller-Canfield. He said the first step in securing the bonds to purchase new water meters was to approve the Resolution to post notice of intent. After a brief discussion the following resolution was offered:

The following preamble and resolution were offered by Member Reese and supported by Member Sculdt.

WHEREAS, the Village Council of the Village of Lake Linden, County of Houghton, State of Michigan (the “Village”), intends to issue and sell general obligation capital improvement bonds, pursuant to Act 34, Public Acts of Michigan, 2001, as amended (“Act 34”), in an amount not to exceed Two Hundred Thousand Dollars ($200,000) in one or more series for the purpose of paying all or part of the cost of acquiring, constructing, furnishing and equipping improvements to the Village’s water supply system, consisting generally of new water meters, together with all necessary interests in land, and all related sites, structures, equipment, appurtenances and attachments thereto (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, a notice of intent to issue the bonds must be published before the issuance of the Bonds in order to comply with the requirements of Section 517 of Act 34; and

WHEREAS, the Village intends at this time to state its intention to be reimbursed from proceeds of the bonds for any expenditures undertaken by the Village for the Project prior to issuance of the bonds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1.
The Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish a notice of intent to issue bonds in the Daily Mining Gazette, a newspaper of general circulation in the Village.

2.
Said notice of intent shall be published as a one-quarter (¼) page display advertisement in substantially the form set forth in Appendix A hereto and by this reference made a part hereof. 3.
The Village Council does hereby determine that the form of notice of intent to issue bonds set forth in Appendix A to this resolution and the manner of publication directed is the method best calculated to give notice to the Village taxpayers and electors of this Council’s intent to issue the bonds, the maximum amount of bonds to be issued, the purpose of the bonds, the source of payment, and the right of referendum relating thereto, and the newspaper named for publication is hereby determined to reach the largest number of persons to whom the notice is directed.

4.
The Village makes the following declarations for the purpose of complying with the reimbursement rules of Treas. Reg. § 1.150-2 pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended:

(a)
As of the date hereof, the Village reasonably expects to reimburse itself for the expenditures described in (b) below with proceeds of debt to be incurred by the Village.

(b)
The expenditures described in this paragraph (b) are for the costs of acquiring and constructing the Project which were paid subsequent to sixty (60) days prior to the date hereof or which will be paid prior to the issuance of the bonds from the general fund or sanitary sewer fund of the Village.

(c)
The maximum principal amount of debt expected to be issued for the Project, including issuance costs, is $200,000.

5.
The Village President, Village Clerk and Village Treasurer are authorized and directed to take other steps as necessary or convenient to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

6.
The Village Council hereby confirms the retention of Miller, Canfield, Paddock and Stone, P.L.C. as bond counsel in connection with the issuance of the bonds.

7.
All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the provisions of this resolution be and the same hereby are rescinded.
