
Lake Linden Village Council
Regular Meeting
May 21st, 2020
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date. The meeting was conducted virtually using the Zoom application under the terms of Executive Order allowing virtual attendance of Council members, with President Schuldt presiding. Clerk Poirier conducted the Zoom application at the Village Hall, allowing for the meeting room to be open to the public and for people to view the virtual discussions and motions made by the Council. The following Trustees logged in to the meeting and responded to the roll: Reese, Hoffman, Codere, Heide and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

The April regular meeting minutes and special meeting minutes from May 6th were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in two additions and a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Codere to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Time was made available for public comment at the Hall meeting room, but no comment was made.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

There was a discussion about a spreadsheet presented outlining the progress and payments for the FEMA projects to date. Afterward, Poirier said he would add more information for clarity especially regarding the Infrastructure Loan account.
Poirier also said the annual meeting for budgets and taxes would be held in June. He asked about sending info to the resident who had sent a letter of interest regarding the vacant Council seat. The Council instructed Poirier to place an ad for letters of interest in the Gazette in the interest of openness.

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier presented a letter from Jenn Beaudette informing the Council of changes in officers for the Bootjack First Responders. No action was required.

Poirier presented a letter from the Western Upper Peninsula Health Dept. regarding recommendations for re-opening the beach area in the Village Park. After discussion it was determined that opening the area would be done with the following provisions:

· The beach would be tilled and beach sand paid for by the DDA would be added to cover existing material.
· A handwashing station would be made available near the beach as it was the previous year.

· Signage would be placed near the area warning of digging in the sand.

· Buoys would be ordered for regular operations to resume.

Poirier read an email from new owners of property at the top of 13th Street. They had requested that the Village give them the easement platted for Hill St. After discussion it was decided that would not happen but to notify the owners that we would work with them on other potential improvements to the property.

Poirier said the owner of the Hardware Store called and requested the Council consider changing the block of 2nd Street between Calumet and Hecla into a one-way Street. After a discussion the Council said DPW Andrew and Chief Rosemurgy get together to determine the best course of action there.

Poirier said the school banner project was almost complete. The banners were to arrive Friday or Saturday and would be installed by the crew next week. He said the townships had also contributed so they would reimburse the school in equal $400 shares.
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried. Poirier said he and the Chief were considering an application for a grant through the insurance plan for new security cameras. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by President Schuldt to authorize the submission and support a match of up to $2,500. Poll vote: Reese, Schuldt, Miller, Hoffman, Codere and Heide. No; None. Motion was carried.
Fire Report:
A report on recent activity was presented by Trustee Miller. A motion to accept the report was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Reese. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

The 4th of July celebration was discussed as it related to the current restrictions and measures taken by the State. After confirmation from the fire department it was decided to issue a formal press release cancelling Village and FD sponsored events for Independence Day. The release read as follows:
It is with sincere regret that the Village of Lake Linden and the Lake Linden Volunteer Fire Department announce the cancellation of this year’s Independence Day Celebration. The uncertainty of State requirements for conducting an event of its size along with commitments to vendors and preparations curtailed by the current restrictions have made it impossible for us to hold it this year. The Fire Department thanks everyone for their support and urges people to celebrate the 4th of July in their own way, mindful of family and friends. We also pledge our commitment to making sure the 2021 celebration is worthy of the long two-year wait. 

Public Works Report:

The following items were discussed from the report:
· Poirier said dumpster rentals and tipping weights for garbage were at all time highs. People staying home and cleaning (?)

· Compact tractor bids were discussed. After discussion it was decided to try to get other John Deere bids because the Council wasn’t sure if the discount was included in local bid.

· Supplies had been ordered for the boat launch. The DPW crew had repaired one side of the launch dock and opened it for launching. The remainder of the work would continue as time permitted.

· Supplies for the campground (cleaner and sanitizer) were in short supply and more expensive than usual
· FEMA projects were gearing up so time would be spent by DPW on those.

· The beach prep would be done, but with current docket would probably put off a bit until “swimming season”

· Union negotiations were opened and documents sent to union reps. The Executive committee set a meeting for Tuesday afternoon.
Downtown Development Authority:

President Schuldt reported that the DDA had allocated money for business assistance for those in the DDA district. He said those applications would be reviewed and a decision forthcoming. The DDA also gave $2,000 to fire department and $1,000 towards the graduate banner project.
