Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
There was no correspondence presented by the clerk.
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Codere to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Fire Report:
Chief Andy Kotila presented initial information on some maintenance issues with the fire trucks, which seemed at this time that they would fall under budgeted totals. He said he was seeking a local quote to compare to a quote received from North Star Emergency for truck repairs.
Kotila said that Jake Marcotte had completed firefighter training. He recommended to the Council that Marcotte be added to the active fire department roster. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to approve that recommendation. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Kotila said that preliminary discussions were taking place regarding preparations for the 4th of July and Watercross events for the upcoming season. He said tentative plans would be based on the level of covid-related limitations that would be in place as the season got nearer.

Public Works Report:

No public works report was presented. Poirier did present information on a locator to detect leaks in the water system since the Village had to use borrowed equipment. A motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Codere to approve up to $5,000 for the purchase of equipment. Poll vote: Yes: Miller, Codere, Reese, Moyle, and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried. 

Trustee Miller questioned the plowing on the north end of the Village during a recent snowstorm. It waw explained that the grader had been sidelined with a wing issue and that the streets did get plowed later that day with the International sander, albeit much later than was typical with the grader.

The Council discussed Trustee Heide’s request to consider the formation of a new committee to focus on the campground. After a brief discussion the action was tabled until the March meeting pending Trustee Heide’s in-person input.
