2021-22 Property Tax Rates
June 17th, 2021

President Schuldt called the hearing to order.

Materials related to the property tax rates were introduced by Clerk Poirier. He went over the County Equalization Form L-4034, detailing the Village-wide taxable values and the Headlee Millage Reduction Fraction. Poirier said that taxable value increased about $580,000 and with the rollback applied, the overall rate of 18.9264, smaller than the 2020 rate of 19.0302. This meant that even though the rate was a bit smaller the Village would see about $9,000 more in actual revenue.  He went over a fact sheet that showed the effect of the new rate on an unchanged taxable value, and a spreadsheet with historical numbers from the last few decades.

After a few clarifications for and from the Council members the floor was opened for public comment.  Hearing no comment from those present, President Schuldt adjourned the hearing.

2021-22 Budget Hearing

June 17th, 2021


The hearing was called to order by President Schuldt. Poirier introduced the 2020-21 recommended amendments and the proposed new 2021-22 budgets for each of the Village funds and the Lake Linden Fire Dept. He went over the entries for the funds and answered questions from the Council for each. Following the summary, Schuldt opened the floor for questions from the public regarding the information. Hearing no comments, Schuldt adjourned the hearing.

Regular Meeting

June 17th, 2021
The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:30pm on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Reese, Codere, Heide, Moyle, and Miller. Trustee Hoffman was granted an excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the May regular meeting were presented and a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in two additions and a motion from President Schuldt, supported by Trustee Miller to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Poirier relayed concerns from Village resident David Tobias regarding the Water cross event. He had witnessed the team members riding motorized vehicles of all types on the hiking trail and thought more security should be aware of it for this year. Also, he asked that the Council renew his $500 request to pour concrete tee boxes for more holes on the disc golf course. No action was taken on that request.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poirier then re-introduced the budgets that had been discussed in the hearing. After another brief review a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the recommended budget amendments for all the funds for the 2020-21 fiscal year. Poll vote: Yes: Reese, Miller, Heide, Codere, Moyle and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried. A motion was then made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the proposed 2021-22 budgets for all the funds. Poll vote: Yes: Reese, Miller, Heide, Codere, Moyle and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.    

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said Fire Dept. treasurer Kyle VerBerkmoes had requested to be added to the fire dept checking account as an authorized signer. Poirier said he thought it was a good idea since a Village-office signature was still required but it also gave the department a name that could be used to sign checks. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the addition of the fire department treasurer to the account. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Poirier asked the Council to formally approve the beginning of the process for applying through USDA-RD for a new police vehicle through the Community Facilities Program. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to authorize the clerk to begin the application process. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Jeff Jackovich from SemCo Energy was on hand to discuss the Village’s paving policy in regards to work they were doing on Front Street. After a lengthy discussion it was mutually decided that they would follow the terms of the policy and work with their paving sub-contractors to get the work done in a timely fashion.

Poirier said there was no progress on the American Rescue Plan Act. 

Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Codere to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Fire Report:
Chief Andy Kotila’s fire report said that preparations for the 4th of July celebration and the water cross were ongoing. 
There was a discussion regarding the water cross and newly approved enhancements to the infrastructure there as well as 4th of July scheduling because of the weekend.
Poirier said that he needed a motion to authorize a signature to receive funds through the Portage Health Foundation grant for equipment that was successful. The amount was $1,875.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to authorize the clerk’s signing to accept the funds. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Heide to accept the fire report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Public Works Report:

Poirier presented the report. He updated the Council on the progress of the dock renovation grant. 

He said the sweeper needed a new hydraulic pump which could not be found for a 1983 Pelican.  Trustee Moyle gave contact info for a company that rebuilt pumps and said to try this approach first.
Poirier said summer staffing was still a concern and he was searching for options for campground cleaning and maintenance. He suggested hiring at least one summer youth worker. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Moyle to approve one summer worker at a maximum of 32 hours per week at a rate of $10.65 per hour, Poll vote: Yes: Reese, Moyle, Heide, Miller, Codere, and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Aqua Line, a Wisconsin Company that located water leaks had been contacted regarding a leak near 10th Street and was coming into town on or about June 28th.
If there were small paving projects to address then projects should be located and contractors lined up quickly.

Downtown Development Authority:
