Regular Meeting

June 16th, 2022

The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:45pm on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Codere, Miller, Heide, Moyle, and Reese. Trustee Hoffman was granted an excused absence. 
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the May regular meeting, and the June 2nd special meeting were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Codere, supported by Trustee Reese to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Kevin Codere was on hand to introduce himself as the new interim Houghton County Commissioner representing the Village’s District. He updated the Council on the following topics:
· Said that he would be at most of the Council meetings until the November election when a new representative would be elected.

· Spoke about the County allocating ARPA funds to various entities. He said many of the projects would be considered but for a total of 6.8 million they received over $17 million in ideas.

· Said that Trail 3 would not be repaired this summer by the DNR., He suggested writing a letter to the DNR requesting that the damage above Lake Linden be addressed prior to a trail-long contract, if possible.
· He urged L.L. to take part in the regular Houghton County Recreation Authority meetings for direct access to “guests” from EGLE, DNR, etc. on pertinent topics.
· He asked about the possibility of joint sanitation collections with Schoolcraft and Torch Lake Townships. Poirier said that it had been briefly discussed in the past but that no recent progress had been made. Mr. Codere indicated he would facilitate new discussions if the Council was interested and all agreed it was a good idea.

Bills and Financial Statement:



Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over a couple of footnotes. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poirier reintroduced the materials related to the fund budgets for the 2022-23 fiscal year. After a brief summary a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by President Schuldt to approve the budgets as presented for the 2022-23 fiscal year. Poll vote: Yes: Reese, Schuldt, Miller, Heide, Codere, and Moyle. No: None. Motion was carried.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said that the second tranche payment of the federal ARPA funds was moved up to July from October and would be of great help in cash flow for the eventual payment to the Village hall roofing contractor

Poirier said that after investigation he had received a proposal from Up and Running, a local electronic business systems company, for replacing the Hall’s phone/fax system. He said there were no up-front costs for the hardware, that U and R would facilitate the changeover from Spectrum, and that the monthly fees were actually less than the current cost from Spectrum. Trustee Reese asked him to see how much the internet fees would go up from Spectrum without the bundling.

Poirier said that the Rural Development grant/loan application for the new police car was delayed by a backlog at the USDA and that progress likely would not be made until after October.

Work on the hall roof was progressing. The front face had been completed and work had begun o the south face after some consultation with the police and fire departments about access into the fire hall.

As discussed under public comment, the DNR informed the Village that work on Trail 3 above the Village would not be completed this year. After a discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to petition the DNR to repair the washout above G Street. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier said that the second largest FEMA project, for storm sewer cleaning had been let out for bids but no contractors had bid on the project. He said that Traverse Engineering had consulted with cleaning companies who suggested they send proposals of their own based on their own schedule and availability which would add a bit more flexibility to the job.

Finally, Poirier said that EGLE was soliciting Intent to Apply Forms for all of their programs and touting the funding received from the American Rescue Plan Act. There was an expectation that many projects could be funded with those one-time payments passed in 2021.
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Codere to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Fire Report:
No report was presented as the department was busy with Water Cross preparations.
Public Works Report:

General items were discussed relating to water cross preparations, dock project for the DNR, equipment repairs and operating costs, purchase of a lawn mower and youth workers and part-time position hires.
Downtown Development Authority:

No report.
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

There was no report. The rates as discussed in the public hearing were brought up for approval. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the rates as discussed in the hearing. Those rates are as follows:
