Regular Meeting

December 15th, 2022

The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:30pm on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Codere, Moyle, Reese, Miller and Hoffman. 
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the November regular meeting were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Reese to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from Trustee Hoffman, supported by Trustee Reese to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said that the audit was still ongoing although he had not yet heard from the auditor regarding reports that would need to be written.  
Poirier went over the points from a meeting he had held with attorney John Berry regarding the fire departments desire to finance a new fire hall and restructuring to allow for greater ease in financial obligations and procedures. There was a lengthy discussion regarding the pros and cons of each and Poirier said he would meet with the people involved in adopting the non-profit status for the Bootjack Fire Dept. as well.

Poirier said he would recommend deferring the next payment of the State Infrastructure Bank loan that was due in January.  Other local governments that had the funds were deferring payments as well and with no interest it made sense to keep the money at hand. Poirier also said he was looking at investing some of the State Infrastructure Bank money into a certificate of deposit. He said there were currently no obligations for upcoming projects and the 11-month term would allow a fairly substantial return. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to authorize the clerk and President to purchase a certificate of deposit for up to $800,000 if the deferment could be obtained and up to $500,000 if there were obligations for the money that would not allow the full amount. Poll vote: Yes: Reese, Codere, Miller, Hoffman, Moyle and Schuldt. No: None. Motion was carried.
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record.  A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Codere to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Chief Rosemurgy was on hand to discuss the Lake Linden School Districts application to the state for a new School Resource Officer position. He gave a presentation on the funding, scheduling and parameters of the program including funding, staffing, training, the role of the Village, etc. There was a question-and-answer period following the information. The Council tabled action pending the status of the school’s application, which was likely in January.

Fire Report:
The report was read into the meeting. The date for the 2023 Watercross event was June 17-19. A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

Trustee Reese brought up the subject of authorizing more signatories on the Village accounts as discussed at the November meeting. After a brief discussion he made a motion, supported by Trustee Codere, to authorize the members of the Executive committee, currently President Schuldt, Pro-tem Hoffman and Trustee Miller, to be authorized to sign for all Village accounts and that future new members of the committee be designated as such upon their selection to the committee. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Torch Lake Area Sewage Authority


Trustee Moyle reported that former Village Council trustee Bill Heide was now a member of the Schoolcraft Township Board. Trustee Reese said that his seat on the Sewage Authority Board as a representative of the Village was no longer valid because of his new position. Poirier said he would get clarification from Township Treasurer and TLASA President Dennis Racine on the Board members and once received the Council could choose a new representative.

Trustee Hoffman reported that the Authority’s project was now out on bids, permits and right-of-way permits were in the works, along with budgets. He said Auditor Jackie Aalto informed the TLASA she was resigning from doing their audit. He also said a small rate increase would be presented sometime early in 2023.
