Lake Linden Village Council
2023 Property Tax Rates
June 15th, 2023 6:30 pm

Trustee Miller called the hearing to order at 6:30pm. Poirier introduced materials related to the 2023 tax rates received from the County Equalization.  He went over the calculation sheet and the entries on the L-4029 form outlining proposed rates for this year. He said there were no rollbacks based on this year’s formula and so the millage rates themselves remained unchanged. He also stated that since the taxable value in the Village had increases substantially there would actually be an increase in revenue of approximately $20,000 from 2022. 


After a brief discussion, the floor was opened to the public for comment.

Hearing none, Trustee Miller adjourned the hearing.

The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:45pm on the above date. Trustee Miller presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Codere, Moyle, and Reese. Trustee Hoffman and President Schuldt were granted excused absences. 
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the May regular meeting were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in moving the police report up the agenda and a motion from Trustee Reese, supported by Trustee Moyle to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
There were no public comments.
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. Chief Baril went over her request for additional budget to increase part-time police presence in the Village. There was a brief discussion regarding the dividing of part-time vs. overtime hours and the staffing issues were referred to the Executive committee for discussion with the chief about her request. The chief also went over a memo urging that the department be contacted immediately regarding legal inquiries or issues as soon as possible. Recent issues had been brought to her well after the fact. A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Reese to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Bills and Financial Statement:



Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over a couple of footnotes, stating that the numbers were lower than usual because there were only three weeks between meetings.
