President Schuldt called the hearing to order at 6:30 pm. Clerk Poirier introduced materials related to the 2015 property tax rates. He went over the tax forms and explained the determination of 2015 rates. The only change he cited was the addition of the Heavy Equipment millage of 1.75 mills.


Trustees had a brief discussion regarding the allowable rates and accepted a recommendation from Poirier not to raise the millage rate for garbage over the 1.25 mills from 2014.


Schuldt opened the floor for public comment. A question regarding plans for a change in sanitation financing was answered and hearing no further comments, Schuldt adjourned the hearing at 6:40pm.

President Schuldt called the hearing to order at 6:40 pm. Clerk Poirier introduced materials related to the 2015-2016 fiscal year budgets.  He went over each fund budget and explained that the major change was that the fire department finances were now under Village purview and it had created a separate fund.  Also, he said the main issue was that the dramatic imbalance between the funds created by the elimination of the hospitalization in December would eventually require a re-shuffling of work priorities for the public works crew.

The trustees had a brief discussion regarding this imbalance and the fund budgets in general before President Schuldt opened the floor for public comments. 

Following this, Schuldt adjourned the hearing at 6:50 pm.

Regular Meeting

June 18th, 2015

 The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:45pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Tobias, Jaehnig, Aittama, Heide and Hoffman. 
Approval of Minutes:

After review a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the May regular meeting minutes. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in four additions and a motion from Trustee Tobias, supported by Trustee Jaehnig, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Resident informed the Council that the beach/swimming area in Hubbell had been closed by Torch Lake Township based on information received from the DEQ in their testing report from 2014. Poirier said he would consult that report and get it to trustees for review as soon as possible.
Resident commented on junk properties still in Village. Poirier said notices were issued and progress was being made.
Dan Sarazin, on behalf of Lorraine Kalcich, addressed the Council regarding her basement flooding during the past spring. His claim that the nearby village snow dump runoff contributed to the problem had been debated by the public works crew and clerk.  He requested compensation for damages done (water heater) as a result of this incident. The Council decided to have engineer Dick Supina assess the conditions there to determine if the snow dump had indeed caused the problem.
A  resident inquired about storm drains not working at the corners of Beauchaine and Adelaide and Chagnon Sts. Poirier said he was aware of those drains and the Village would assess the problem.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out the disparity in the cash accounts compard to the prior year and noted that monthly spreadsheets, which had been recently amended, were pretty accurate to the budgets.  

He went over the fund sheets and after a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Infrastructure:    
Clerk Poirier re-introduced the Domestic Water Agreement with some proposed wording changes for review of the committee. The committee was assigned to finalize draft language for July.
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said DPW Foreman Andrew Goldsworthy   had found a utility truck and that it had been available for viewing by the Council. He said the plan was to finance the truck out of the water fund and that there were sufficient funds for such an arrangement.  After discussion the following was presented for approval:

The assignment of the Agreement by the Seller to the Bank is hereby approved.

The VILLAGE OF LAKE LINDEN hereby designates its obligations under the Agreement as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for purposes of deduction of interest expense by financial institutions under the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.
