Regular Meeting

July 30th, 2015

 The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Aittama, Heide and Hoffman. 
Approval of Minutes:

After review a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the June regular meeting minutes and June 18th public hearing minutes. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted one addition and a motion from Trustee Aittama, supported by Trustee Hoffman, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Visitor to town suggested that trees near the memorial in front of the Lady-Be-Good propeller be cut, trimmed or moved to allow the propeller to be more easily seen. She also suggested that more attention be given the propeller in both signage and visibility and possibly even promote it in conjunction with Village tourism.

A resident complained about the tree on the corner of 1st and Calumet which made it difficult to see traffic from the south on M-26. Poirier said he would talk to owner to see if he could cut it back.

Dan Sarazin requested the Council consider a reimbursement to Lorraine Kalcich for damage done to her water heater over the winter allegedly from runoff associated with Village snow dump. 
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that worker’s compensation premium had increased by about $8,000 because of claim history in the past year.

He went over the fund sheets and after a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Letter from Dick Supina was introduced relating to the snow dump/Kalcich situation. It outlined the elevations and the drainage behind the house in the area where the water built up. A discussion about responsibility resulted in a motion by Trustee Aittama and supported by trustee Heide to pay for the water heater ($989) and to look into re-shaping the area in question before the next winter. Poll vote: Yes; Aittama, Heide, Hoffman and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Poirier introduced the issue of the Safe Routes to School grant program and said he would spearhead the application effort. To that end he said he would attend the training offered in Escanaba this month.

Poirier said that the DNR grant deadline would be extended to allow completion of the project and the final inspection by the DNR.

Property & Equipment 

Poirier said he had received several complaints regarding loose s dogs in the park and around the nature trail. He said he would look into additional signage and the police would make an effort to enforce the ordinance for the remainder of the summer.
Public Safety & Policy: 
The police report was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
No fire report was submitted.
Poirier said he had been looking at an ordinance under Michigan’s civil infraction legislation to streamline the penalty and enforcement process of the ordinance manual. He said he would work on this with the committee for presentation at the August meeting.

Downtown Development Authority:
Chairman Pummill said the restroom building in the campground, for which the DDA had contributed more than $40,000, was looking good and nearly complete. He said the farmer’s market was meeting most people’s high expectations and that the vendors would have more produce as the summer wore on. He also cautioned the Council on preparations relating to the Safe Routes to School grant saying that the DDA had expended a lot of resources in the pat two years so any reliance on their cash support would have to wait until details had been presented to them.
