Regular Meeting

August 20th, 2015

 The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Aittama, Heide, Tobias and Hoffman. 
Approval of Minutes:

After review and one correction, a motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the July regular meeting minutes. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted two additions and a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Hoffman, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Vada Riederich updated the Council on Spooktember preparations. She also asked about fire rings and wondered if the insurance company could possibly supply new ones.

Attorney John Berry came to ask the Council to consider providing a dog run beyond the rustic sites on the Village sands. He said there should be a place where people can walk/run their dogs  without infringing on the campground or other park visitors. 

Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that because of July’s delayed meeting the bills were less than usual but that there were no unusual entries.

He went over the fund sheets and after a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced a letter from the Risk Reduction Grant Program informing the Village that the grant application for cameras in the park and campground was not awarded. Poirier said the next round of funding was in October and would be re-submitted for consideration.
Poirier introduced information he collected from the seminar on the Safe Routes to School grant program. He said that the process for application was a lengthy one that required the complete support and involvement of the school and community. He also said it was still worth pursuing since the grant was now 100% and infrastructure around the school was in need of improvements. Following a short Q and A the following resolution was brought forth for discussion:

RESOLUTION

Whereas, the Lake Linden Village Council wishes to pursue options regarding the Safe Routes to School grant Program, and

Whereas, the Lake Linden-Hubbell School system has made clear their desire to seek options through the program as well, and

Whereas, it is necessary for someone to coordinate these entities and to gather information on initiating the process.

Be It Resolved, that the Village Council authorizes Clerk Poirier to begin the process of application for funds through the Safe Routes to School program and to inform the School administration of their intent to pursue these funds.

Robert A. Poirier, Village Clerk

Poirier introduced and ad solicitation from K-Bear radio for advertising during Lake Linden High School football game broadcasts. Action was tabled after the discussion stalled without support.
Executive (Chair: Trustee Fisher):

Poirier introduced materials related to the renewal of the annual package insurance premium. He said it was for $20,636, or about $800 over the 2014 number. Poirier said this was largely due to the addition of new pieces of equipment. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the premium payment and retain the Par Plan for 2015-16. Poll vote: Aittama, Heide, Tobias, Hoffman and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Poirier said the letter asking for an extension of the DNR grant has been sent and that following this extension some scope of work changes would likely be submitted. He said he was seeking to get the new campsites inspected in time for Spooktember but was at the mercy of the DEQ on a timetable for that to happen.

Poirier introduced a creditor ballot related to the bankruptcy of Louie’s Super Market. He said as per the agreement, as a Class VIII creditor, the Village could receive 5% of the amount due over the next 7 years. This total, he said, was $50. He recommended not casting a ballot and letting the larger creditors determine the feasibility of the plan. Council members agreed to abstain from the vote.

Infrastructure:    
Poirier reported that he had to switch the garbage bag provider after the current company’s minimum order exceeded what the village could pay at one time. He said he approved a quote from their original provider, WasteZero, for a slightly higher amount. He said they could produce the smaller orders and their product was good when used by the Village.
Poirier asked trustees to look over the Water Agreement with the township so it could be sent for their consideration. He said the agreement technically lapsed in April.

DPW Foreman had a quote for new water meters. He said that the Council had discussed upgrades many times but he was preparing to replace two dozen stopped meters and thought this was a good time to consider replacement with magnetic meters. After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to purchase 25 of the new meters at no more than $115 each and also the reader at no more than $425. Poll vote: Yes; Aittama, Hoffman, Heide, Tobias and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.

Property & Equipment 

Poirier informed the Council that the Loader.backhoe was in for repairs that would likely cost between $3,000 and $5,000. Agreeing the repairs would have to be done a discussion took place regarding the equipment priorities. Although no official action was taken the focus was on getting the current equipment functioning moving into the winter plowing season.

DPW foreman Goldsworthy recommended that the chevy lift van and the Ford Pickup be put out for sale on bids. He receommended a minimum bid of $800 for the truck and $3,500 for the van. A motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Hoffman to put both units up for sale with those stipulations. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Public Safety & Policy: 
The police report was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
No fire report was submitted.
Poirier presented a sample ordinance for changing criminal infractions in the ordinance manual to civil infractions stating that a procedure was necessary for determining this process. The committee was directed to review the draft. Poirier also said the current ordinance manual needed a thorough review as there were some that needed updating and/orrepeal. He said he would work with the committee on this review.
The Council discussed the issue of traffic and parking control on the corner of 9th St. and calumet Street. After discussion it was decided to paint out the space immediately in front of Lakes Automotive to force parked cars further from the intersection and to discuss with MDOT what elas could be done there to alleviate the problem.
