Regular Meeting

November 19th, 2015
 The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call:, Heide, Tobias, Aittama and Hoffman. 
Approval of Minutes:

After review, a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the October regular meeting minutes and minutes from the October 27th special meeting. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Aittama, supported by Trustee Tobias, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
New Trustee:


President Schuldt informed the Council that a resident had expressed written interest in becoming a member of the Council. He said the trustees had been presented the information in advance and believed Shanda Miller would be a good addition to the Council. He then recommended her for that position to the Council. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the President’s recommendation and vote Shanda Miller become a Village Trustee. All were in favor. Motion was carried. Clerk Poirier issued the Oath of Office and Trustee Miller joined the meeting.
Public Comments:
Sam Buschell presented information clarifying remarks he made at a school board meeting and reiterated his call for the Council to pursue options for the assessing  issues currently being determined at Schoolcraft Township. 

Sam Buschell informed the Council that an unlicensed vehicle had been parked on 3rd Street for several weeks and should have been ticketed because it was on the sidewalk. He said the car was no longer there.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that the Tax Increment payments had been made to the DDA for 2015 in the following amounts:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced a letter from Chris Lajimodiere thanking the Village for the use of the dump truck in helping to clear out his mother’s house.
Poirier said he had had another offer for the 1997 Ford Pickup. The Council had put it out on bids in September with a minimum bid of $800 but got no offers. Trustee Tobias said that Joe Prosser would pay $350. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to accept the offer and sell the truck. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier presented a draft of a letter from WUPPDR requesting support for their application for funding through the Regional Prosperity Initiative.  After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Hoffman to support the application and send the letter. All were in favor. Motion was carried.   

Executive (Chair: Trustee Fisher):

Poirier said that he and Treasurer Jill DuMonthier and President Schuldt met with the clerk, treasurer and assessor Mark Erhart at the Township hall regarding the ongoing issues with the former assessor and the status of the current assessment. He said they were informed that the township was awaiting the results of an AMAR audit, or Audit of Minimum Assessing Requirements, to determine an action plan for moving forward under the provisions of the State. Also, nothing had apparently been decided regarding the former assessor but nothing had been formally ruled out as well.   

Poirier said the new loader was here and in use and the paperwork had been signed with the vendor. Payments had been deferred until March and the decision on how to pay could be paid determined once the Rural Development loan proceeds were received.

Infrastructure:    
No report. Trustee Aittama asked a quick question regarding the new water meters.

Public Safety & Policy: 
The police report was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
1st Assistant Erik Miller was on hand and he thanked Adam Moyle for work he was doing on the 78 fire truck. Poirier said that two of the split rim tires needed to be replaced.
Poirier referenced the email correspondence with Village attorney Jim Cone given to the Trustees regarding the dangerous building ordinance. He said that Mr. Cone’s review of the ordinance was not awe-inspiring and his thought was that if the ordinance was to be solidly enforceable it would need to be re-drafted. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve expenses related to the drafting and publication of the newly drafted ordinance. Poll vote: Yes; Hoffman, Aittama, Heide, Miller, Tobias and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.

Torch Lake Area Sewage Authority


Trustee Aittama, one of the Council representatives on the Sewage authority Board, said that once consumption information from the new meters was compiled he would bring it to the board there for review.
