 The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call:, Heide, Tobias, Hoffman, Aittama and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

After review, a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the April regular meeting minutes. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted one addition and a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Tobias, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Sam Buschell informed the Council about the Schoolcraft Township re-assessment. He also brought information regarding a board member at the Township.

A resident asked about the swimming area at the park and if the water was safe. 
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that two pension payments were included in the general fund bills and that June would be a bad profit & loss month because of three payrolls.

Poirier briefly went over the fund sheet and introduced a General fund actual expense report for trustee review. He said he would be sending information on the new budget very soon and meeting with department heads regarding upcoming projects. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Motion was carried.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced information on copier’s from Sayens. Poirier said the current copier was obsolete and parts could not be found. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the purchase of a copier for $2,068. Poll vote: Yes; Aittama, Miller, Heide, Hoffman, Tobias and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Poirier presented the final draft of the grant application to the Par-Plan Insurance Risk Reduction Grant Program. He said the request was for $5,000 and was, as discussed previously, for a video surveillance system in the Village Park. He said he had gone over the application with Police Chief Tonya Stefonich and Public Works supervisor Andrew Goldsworthy regarding the placement, installation and type of system and the application reflected those discussions. After a brief review a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by President Schuldt to approve the application submission, cash match up to $1,000, and in-kind services to aid in installation and placement of hardware. Poll vote: Yes; Aittama, Schuldt, Miller, Heide, Hoffman and Tobias. No; none. Motion was carried.
Poirier said the budget still had room for part-time dpw workers to start summer work as the entire budget for winter hours had not been expended. The Council agreed to have the clerk, DPW advertise for applicants.

Poirier said there were several trees around town that were dead and needed to be cut down. After discussion it was agreed to contact tree services for quotes on taking down the worst of them.  There was also discussion about planting trees around the Village and Poirier said he would get costs and equipment rental details for the next meeting.

Poirier said that Charter could not get the wifi signal to the campground as they had proposed until September which had led to scrambling for options. Steve Fitzgerald from Shorewaves was on hand to discuss his company’s program. Poirier said he had contacted pasty.net and they were coming to look at the site as well. It was decided to accept bid solutions and to hold a special meeting for a decision on Thursday, June 2nd at 6:30pn.
Public Safety & Policy: 
The police report and fire report for March were entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

The fire report was introduced. A motion was made by trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the report. All were in favor motion was carried.

A late agenda item regarding the staff for setting off the fireworks was discussed. A motion was made by trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to allow only active roster firefighters to assist in setting off the fireworks to avoid liability issues with vendor insurance. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Poirier referred the Council to a provision of the General law Village Act that allowed for state laws to be passed as ordinances by reference to expedite the enactment of certain laws as deemd appropriate by the Council.
