Regular Meeting

July 27th, 2016
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call:, Tobias, Hoffman, Aittama and Miller. Trustees Heide and Schraufnagel were granted excused absences.
Approval of Minutes:

After review, a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the June regular meeting minutes as presented. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in two additions and a motion from Trustee Tobias, supported by Trustee Hoffman, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Three residents were on hand to voice a complaint about a barking dog nuisance on Corago Street. Details were left for the Village Police to investigate.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that the extra week meant three payrolls in the bills and two MERS premium payments Also that the Accident Fund Worker’s Comp premium was paid but that he was looking for a review of the rate. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced the 2016 tax rate sheet and explained that since the approval the rates had changes to correct an error he made on the L-4029 tax form that sets the tax rates for each year. He said he had not applied the correct rollback fraction and so the rates were a bit lower. He said the formal motion by the Council was to accept “ the maximum allowable rate without holding an election”, so while the change would be noted he did not think a new motion was required.
Poirier said that he had been getting comments regarding the vendors at the park on the 4th of July. He said there were not enough and the vendors that were there ran out of supplies quickly. He said next year thought would be given to soliciting vendors in advance, something that hadn’t been done before.

Infrastructure:    
Poirier introduced quotes from two companies for replacing the flat roof on the DPW garage. The quotes were as follows:

There was a lengthy discussion about the roof’s condition and urgent need for the replacement among the trustees. After comparing the quotes a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Aittama to accept the bid from Lake State Roofing for $21,025.  Poll vote: Yes; Hoffman, Aittama, Tobias, Miller, and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried. 
Poirier introduced a quote from Aqua-Line for detecting leaks in the Village water system.  He said the cost to the Village would be $2,624.  He said it had recently been discovered that substantially more water was being pumped than was being billed. After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the retention of Aqua-Line and to purchase three new meters for the wells at the well house. Poll vote; Yes; Aittama, Miller, Hoffman, Tobias and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.

Poirier said that a sink hole on the corner of 12th and Front Sts. Was awaiting an inspection by engineer Dick Supina for a recommendation as to how to repair. A discussion about who and how to fix it ended with the Council wanting to see the recommendation from the engineer.

 Tobias brought up the angle parking along 3rd Street. He said it made the Street narrow and thought it should be changed. After a brief discussion no consensus was reached.
Tobias also brought up the condition of storm sewers throughout the Village. After a brief discussion Poirier was directed to get an estimate from the TLASA for cleaning them out.

The police report and fire report for July were entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the reports as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Poirier said the main complaint from residents lately centered around residents not taking care of their property. There was a discussion regarding ordinances and other possible measures but no action was taken or recommended.

Chairman Pummill outlined a few items on the DDA’s radar. He said they were interested in a replacement for the sidewalk along Calumet Street and also near DeMars Market. He informed the Council that the August DDA meeting would be held at 346 3rd Street, the new Nitrate Elimination Building.
