Clerk Poirier introduced a summary of the water rates over the past several years. He also included a copy of the current budget, and a spreadsheet of proposed rates. After the summary the Council discussed various aspects of the proposal.


The floor was opened for public comment. A resident commented on his own bill and a discussion ensued regarding billing. Hearing no further comment, President Schuldt adjourned the Hearing.

The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call:, Tobias, Schraufnagel, and Miller. Aittama, Hoffman and Heide were granted excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

After review and one addition, a motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the August regular meeting minutes as presented. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from Trustee Tobias, supported by President Schuldt, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
A resident asked about the progress of the replacement of her fence as decided by the Council at a previous meeting.
A resident said her UTV had been sprayed with paint during the painting of the DPW garage. She said she was not seeking compensation but would like to be notified when this type of activity was being done so she could move her machine.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out that the bond payment had been made in the water fund. 15 of 30 annual payments have been made.  He also said that the insurance premium had not yet been paid as he was awaiting a new total from the agent after the change in coverage to the Village Hall.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poirier said he had no correspondence.
Executive (Chair: Trustee Fisher):

Clerk Poirier said he had a brief meeting with the DPW union representative. NO substantive talks just a reminder that negotiations would be re-opened on the new contract sometime in March or April.
Infrastructure:    
Poirier re-introduced the materials discussed in the public hearing regarding the water rates. After a brief review and discussion a motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by Trustee Miller to adopt a 2% rate increase and a $0.50 flat increase in the base rate. The new rates as proposed are as follows:

Poirier said materials had been ordered and some received for the projects on Front Street water main and the storm sewer on 12th & Front. He said Burcar had a date of about two weeks to begin the work.
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said that Marquette County had contacted DPW foreman Andrew Goldsworthy about one of the dump trucks they had been considering putting up for sale. He said they had offered a 1994 International dump truck for $4,000. Goldsworthy had inspected the truck on a visit to Marquette recently and told the Council it was well worth the $4,000.  After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the purchase. Poll vote: Schuldt, Miller, Tobias and Schraufnagel.  No: None. Motion was carried
Poirier said that Goldsworthy had also suggested the Village finally part ways with the 1977 Ford dump truck. The Council agreed to have him come up with a number and place it up for bids.

Public Safety & Policy: 

The police report for July was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by President Schuldt to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
The fire report for July was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Tobias and supported by President Schuldt to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier informed the Council that ISO, the Insurance Services Office, had conducted hydrant flow tests that day throughout the Village. He said the results would be factored into the community’s fire suppression capabilities to help determine future homeowners insurance rates. The results would be received in about 60 days.
