Regular Meeting

October 20th, 2016
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call:, Tobias, Schraufnagel, Hoffman, Aittama and Miller. Trustee Heide and was granted excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

After review and one addition, a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the September regular meeting minutes. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from Trustee Tobias, supported by Trustee Aittama, to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
David Saxton from the Lake Linden-Hubbell Sportsman’s Club was on hand to request an extension of the lease in place with the Village. He said there was still 10 years left but the Club was looking to purchase some property surrounding the club and a longer lease would put the membership more at ease with the purchase.  The Council agreed generally be amenable to the lease extension and said the Village would investigate this change. 
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He pointed out a few entries on the enclosed report.  
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Tobias to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said he had no correspondence.
Executive (Chair: Trustee Fisher):

Clerk Poirier introduced the subject of a seasonal equipment operator position. He said after speaking with DPW Foreman Goldsworthy his recommendation was to add Jason Sedar, the worker who had been hired the previous winter. Poirier said the total cost for the season would be approximately $12,000.  After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller to hire Jason Sedar ay $14.50/hour for the winter season. Poll vote: Yes: Schuldt, Miller, Hoffman, Schraufnagel, Aittama and Tobias. No; None. Motion was carried.
Poirier introduced a draft letter to the Council that would re-institute a charge for hauling snow that businesses and residents along M-26 pushed into the street. After a lengthy discussion it was decided that the topic would be tabled.

Infrastructure:    
Poirier said that the two maintenance projects on Front Street, bypassing the water main on the 800 block of Front Street, and the storm sewer sinkhole on the corner of 12th and Front, cost a total of $24,800. He said that the two repairs could have been much more costly but the Burcar had done a good job on the two projects. He said the costs would be broken down between the street fund and the water fund and he would have the specific totals for the next meeting.
Poirier said he and Goldsworthy had discussed a few storm sewers around the Village to clean with the TLASA Vactor truck. He said the issue was that some of the sewers were just vertical pipes to nowhere and if vacuumed out too much would collapse.

Property & Equipment 
Poirier said that the glass on the Memorial in front of the Village Hall had been broken over the weekend. In cleaning it up it was discovered that the wooden frame and insert behind the plaques were rotted beyond repair. He said he thought that he could get together with the membership at the American Legion to look at giving the memorial a new look or at least a facelift.  Perhaps then a re-dedication could be celebrated in the spring after a new look was found. 
Public Safety & Policy: 

The police report for September was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
There was a brief discussion about the lack of local part-time officers for shifts in town. 

The fire report for July was entered into the record for discussion. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the report as submitted. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Downtown Development Authority:
Steve Pummill gave a brief update saying that the DDA meeting for October had been cancelled. He said some preliminary discussions about projects and budgets would take place at the next meeting.
