Regular Meeting

March 15th, 2018
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Hoffman, Heide, Aittama and Miller. There is one vacant seat.
Approval of Minutes:

The February regular meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Dan Schneider, a resident and an industrial architect, presented a proposal outline to the Council for a grant for interpretive signage near the former mill sites in the Village park. He said the remnants of the old mills there would be described in the signs so visitors could be reminded of how the site was formerly used. He said the grant through the Keweenaw Heritage program would require the Village to act as a fiduciary for funds to be accessed. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Miller to support the effort and to authorize the steps necessary to facilitate the process. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the notes for each of the funds. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier presented a letter from June Schraufnagel informing the Council that she was officially resigning from the Village Council. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by President Schuldt to accept her resignation. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Reese to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Poirier said that he and Chief Police Rosemurgy would begin the review of the ordinances for submission to American Legal Publishing within the next week.  
Fire Report:
A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the fire report. All were in favor; motion was carried.
Chief Miller said he was looking for someone to do some urgent maintenance on the 78 Ford to get it back into service. Poirier said that the need for a replacement for the 78 was a top priority. This led to a discussion about possible funding options for a new truck. Poirier said he and Trustee Reese would work on an outline for a proposal to work with the Township on alternatives.

Miller also asked the Council to approve two new members for full-time status; Max Marcotte and Skylar Fountaine. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to move them to full-time. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Chief Miller said the Council also needed to get the ball rolling on the liquor license application for the 4th of July. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the department’s use of the park and application for the licensing. All were in favor. Motion was carried. A motion was then made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to authorize the Department to enter into an agreement with the fireworks vendor to allow their professionals to set off the fireworks on the 3rd once an insurance certificate was presented. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 

Public Works Report:


Poirier went over a list from the DPW report. He said that several of the items would require a site review when weather permitted.
Downtown Development Authority:


No report. 
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):


Poirier said that the DPW crew had requested the Village allow them to enroll in a 457-B retirement program through MERS in addition to the pension program. The contributions would be made by the employees but the Village would have to administer pre-tax deductions from the payroll checks. After a brief clarification, a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Heide to authorize the paperwork to enroll in the program. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Infrastructure:    
Poirier introduced more work from engineer Dick Supina on the Water Asset Management Plan. He said more detailed information would be forthcoming on past budgets and actual expenses to get a clearer look at what would be required moving forward as far as a rate structure.
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said the DPW crew had found a possible dump truck to purchase near Wausau. He said that they were going to plan a trip down to take a look at it and that he would check with Range Bank about possible terms for financing based on their inspection.

Trustee Reese gave an update and a recommendation on software for campground reservations. After a brief explanation a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller to purchase for $89 plus a possible annual maintenance fee, and to implement the software.
