The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Hoffman, Aittama, Codere, Heide and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Clerk Poirier presented a summary of ongoing issues related to the two storms. He said the State’s Section 19 Disaster Contingency program would cover some of the expenses related to the second storm on July 12th. He said the report for that was being compiled. The MDOT report for reimbursement of the response on 2nd Street during the first storm had been submitted. The report detailed approximately $49,000 of expenses but Poirier had not received a response on that report.
Poirier also said that the submission for the State Contingency fund program needed a resolution attached to authorize the submission and application. After a review of the resolution a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the following: 

RESOLUTION TO APPLY FOR STATE DISASTER CONTINGENCY FUND GRANTS UNDER P.A. 390 SECTION 19

BE IT RESOLVED BY the Village Council of Lake Linden, MI,

WHEREAS, Village of Lake Linden, Michigan, is a political subdivision within the State of Michigan with an official emergency operation plan in compliance with Section 19 of the Emergency Management Act, 1976 PA 390, MCL 30.419, as amended; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Linden, sustained severe losses of major proportion brought on by the flooding resulting in the following conditions; overrun storm sewers, silt and debris accumulation and high and rushing flood waters, and 

WHEREAS, the Lake Linden Village Council certifies that the Houghton County Emergency Operations Plan was implemented at the onset of the disaster at 0600 on 12 July 2018 and all applicable disaster relief forces identified therein were exhausted; and 

WHEREAS, as a direct result of the disaster, public damage and expenditures were extraordinary and place an unreasonably great financial burden on the Village of Lake Linden totaling _______________. 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Lake Linden Village Council requests the Governor authorize a grant to the County of Ingham from the State Disaster Contingency Fund pursuant to Section 19 of the Emergency Management Act, 1976 PA 390, as amended. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Village Clerk Robert Poirier is authorized to execute for and on the behalf of the Village of Lake Linden on the application for financial assistance and to provide to the State any information required for that purpose.

Police Report:

Poirier said he was awaiting a reply from the union rep regarding a meeting day for next week.  The executive committee would meet and bring proposals to the Council for review.

Property & Equipment 
Poirier said that the garbage truck was DOA at the transfer station. The noise coming from the engine was not a good sign. The guys had tried to assess but there are complications. The parts replaced during an engine overhaul done by Green Bay Truck in June of 2017 were warrantied. So any digging into the engine would void the warranty on those parts. The GBT mechanic, based on a description of the symptoms, thought it was a part not covered under that warranty. If that was the case then the repair cost would be $15,000. However, to get it assessed thoroughly the truck needed to be towed to Green Bay at a cost of $800. All agreed that the tow was necessary to assess the damage and that the Council would reconvene to reconsider repair costs when a determination was made.
