Regular Meeting

April 18th, 2019
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Codere, Hoffman, Heide and Miller. Aittama was granted an excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

The March regular meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Jeff Ratcliffe from KEDA was on hand for a report on the project at the Lakes Lumber Yard. He said that demolition would hopefully be done in June and that the plans for development by a private developer were still ongoing.
Matt Torreano from the Michigan DNR was on hand to give a power point presentation on the ongoing issues with runoff and the ATV trail in and around the Village. He said that the trail would eventually be moved up the hill from the existing trail and onto DNR-owned right-of-way, but that it wouldn’t be a quick fix. 
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poirier said that budget docs would be distributed at the May meeting for a review of possible amendments as the end of the fiscal year was drawing closer.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced a letter from the DEQ regarding due care obligations for the recreation area related to the cleanups there. Poirier said that as the season approached he would again be in contact with various agencies regarding operations and the precautions to be taken.
Poirier also introduced an email from the company working on the dredging project in the park. Conversations with the representative made the prospect of getting some gravel seem like a good deal but the email stated otherwise. Poirier said that he would not accept the material based on that information.

Poirier introduced a letter from Sevenson Environmental regarding the soil erosion permit for the project. After a clarification a motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Hoffman to authorize signing the application and to make Clerk Poirier the official point of contact. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Fire Report:
The report was presented by Clerk Poirier. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the report as presented. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Chief Miller reported that the department needed approval for the fireworks and for the liquor license application. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the purchase of the fireworks and authorizing President Schuldt to sign on behalf of the Village. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
After another brief discussion a motion was made by trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Reese to approve application for the temporary liquor license for the 3rd and 4th of July celebration. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

The Council briefly discussed the disposition of the 1978 fire truck. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Heide to place the truck out on bids with no minimum but with a clause to reserve the right to refuse any or all bids. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 

A motion was then made by Trustee Heide and supported by President Schuldt to authorize the department to sell equipment cluttering the garage that was no longer deemed useful. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Public Works Report:


Poirier went through the report. 

Summer employment options were discussed. Afterward, it was decided to post a 30 hr-per-week position in DPW and to post for two summer youth positions for the summer season. 


The Council decided that an inspection of the condition of the marina was needed before seasonal rentals were permitted there for the summer.


Poirier said that once engineer Supina was back in town a meeting would determine how much water meters would cost and based on that the bond attorney would approach the banks for terms and conditions of the bond.


A discussion of purchasing a storage container from Bonen resulted in the idea being tabled. 
Downtown Development Authority:

Poirier said he had received two documents from bond attorney Steven Mann with Miller-Canfield. The first was a letter to retain the firm for the DDA renewal process. The cost for this was $3,000. The second was an outline of the process to go through the renewal. Poirier said he would draft a TIF plan for discussion as part of the first step.

Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

Poirier said he would inquire with local attorneys to solicit interest on being the Village Attorney.

Poirier said there was a meeting here on Wednesday the 24th with Jen Gardner from the MEDC about funding opportunities for various projects throughout the Village.


Poirier said that the annual street dance for the Lakes Lounge needed approval as well. He said the information for the application was the same as in the past.  After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the requested road closure of 4th Street between Calumet and Front and to recommend for approval the application for the temporary liquor license to the Lake’s Lounge/ Post 90 American Legion to the State of Michigan. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Infrastructure:

Poirier said he and Trustee Codere had inspected the Village Hall roof and had discussed options with trustees and would seek possible other inspections for the roof. The initial numbers for recovering the entire hall were very high and if possible other repairs could be sought first.

Poirier went over the final list of changes for the submission of the final report to American Legal Services. He said the final electronic version would be available soon for publication on the website and to the general public.
