Lake Linden Village Council
Regular Meeting

May 16th, 2019
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Codere, Aittama, Heide and Miller. Hoffman was granted an excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

The April regular meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Heide, supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Steve Pummill informed the Council that a long-standing issue were the “holes” within the Village of unincorporated areas. He said those areas should either be incorporated or be specifically excluded from services such as snow removal operations.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Motion was carried.

Poirier said that budget printouts indicated that the funds were in good shape except for the street funds. He said a transfer from the general fund would be necessary to balance the major street fund and possibly municipal streets as well. He would have those numbers well before the annual meeting in June for the determination.  
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced an announcement for an open house on Tuesday, May 21st, at the Lake Linden High School for EGLE, EPA and agencies involved in environmental projects in and around the Village.
Poirier introduced a revised resolution to accept road material from Honeywell. He said he would get a final draft to them to agree in principal to the transfer.

Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Heide and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Fire Report:
The report was presented by Clerk Poirier. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Reese to accept the report as presented. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Public Works Report:


Poirier went through the report. A discussion ensued regarding the marina repairs. It was determined to get costs for material and to fill the areas along the edge of the decking to serve as a temporary repair. Poirier said costs up to $5,000 could be absorbed by the recreation budget but if it was over that a meeting for an added appropriation would be necessary.


He said options for temporary measures on Maple Street would also be researched. 

Poirier said the submitted list from DPW was just a list of potential, current or desired projects that would serve as a guide for future expenditures.
Downtown Development Authority:

Chairman Pummill gave a brief report on the DDA. Poirier said the first draft of the amended TIF plan had been reviewed by attorney Steven Mann, who was to send a list of “shortcomings”  in the document.  
Poirier said that the Council had not resolved to retain Miller Canfield for the work and that a formal resolution was needed. A motion was then made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to authorize retaining Miller-Canfield for a cost of $3,000 to guide the process of renewal for the DDA. Poll vote: Yes: Schuldt, Codere, Miller, Reese, Aittama and Heide. No: None. Motion was carried.  
Chairman Pummill submitted the 2019-20 budget for the DDA to the Council. After a brief summary by Pummill a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the DDA as submitted and passed by the DDA. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

Poirier said he had plenty of applications for the youth positions but not for the seasonal DPW position.

He said he had reached out to a local attorney who represented local governments but that he had declined to accept the Village as a client. Poirier said he would continue to search based on some recommendations he had received.


A former resident’s family had offered to sell a house to the Village for $1. The house was not deemed livable and the location would not be viable for any other use should the home be demolished, so the Council rejected the offer.

Public Safety & Policy: 

Poirier introduced the final resolution adopting the new ordinance code. He said that the changes made most recently had been initiated and this was the last step. This and a resolution to set fine amounts as pointed out in the new penalty ordinance.  After a brief discussion the following resolution was submitted for approval by Trustee Aittama with support by President Schuldt:

ADOPTING ORDINANCE FOR

VILLAGE OF LAKE LINDEN

CODE OF ORDINANCES
AN ORDINANCE ENACTING A CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE VILLAGE OF LAKE LINDEN, REVISING, AMENDING, RESTATING, CODIFYING AND COMPILING CERTAIN EXISTING GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE POLITICAL SUBDIVISION DEALING WITH SUBJECTS EMBRACED IN SUCH CODE OF ORDINANCES, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the present general and permanent ordinances of the political subdivision are inadequately arranged and classified and are insufficient in form and substance for the complete preservation of the public peace, health, safety and general welfare of the municipality and for the proper conduct of its affairs; and

WHEREAS, the Acts of the Legislature of the State of Michigan empower and authorize the Village of Lake Linden to revise, amend, restate, codify and compile any existing ordinances and all new ordinances not heretofore adopted or published and to incorporate such ordinances into one ordinance in book form; and

WHEREAS, the Legislative Authority of the Village of Lake Linden has authorized a general compilation, revision and codification of the ordinances of the Political Subdivision of a general and permanent nature and publication of such ordinance in book form; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide for the usual daily operation of the municipality and for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and general welfare of the municipality that this ordinance take effect at an early date.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF LAKE LINDEN:
Section 1.
The general ordinances of the Village of Lake Linden as revised, amended, restated, codified, and compiled in book form are hereby adopted as and shall constitute the “Code of Ordinances of the Village of Lake Linden, Michigan.”

Section 2.
Such Code of Ordinances as adopted in Section 1 shall consist of the following Titles:

INDEX
Section 3.
All prior ordinances pertaining to the subjects treated in such Code of Ordinances shall be deemed repealed from and after the effective date of this ordinance except as they are included and re-ordained in whole or in part in such Code; provided, such repeal shall not affect any offense committed or penalty incurred or any right established prior to the effective date of this ordinance, nor shall such repeal affect the provisions of ordinances levying taxes, appropriating money, annexing or detaching territory, establishing franchises, or granting special rights to certain persons, authorizing public improvements, authorizing the issuance of bonds or borrowing of money, authorizing the purchase or sale of real or personal property, granting or accepting easements, plat or dedication of land to public use, vacating or setting the boundaries of streets or other public places; nor shall such repeal affect any other ordinance of a temporary or special nature or pertaining to subjects not contained in or covered by the Code.

Section 4.
Such Code shall be deemed published as of the day of its adoption and approval by the Legislative Authority and the Clerk of the Village of Lake Linden is hereby authorized and ordered to file a copy of such Code of Ordinances in the Office of the Clerk.

Section 5.
Such Code shall be in full force and effect as provided in Section 6, and such Code shall be presumptive evidence in all courts and places of the ordinance and all provisions, sections, penalties and regulations therein contained and of the date of passage, and that the same is properly signed, attested, recorded, and approved and that any public hearings and notices thereof as required by law have been given.


Section 6.
This ordinance is declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the peace, health, safety and general welfare of the people of this municipality, and shall take effect at the earliest date provided by law.
