Regular Meeting

August 15th, 2019
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Hoffman, Aittama, Codere and Miller. Trustee Heide was granted an excused absence. 
Approval of Minutes:

The July regular meeting minutes and special meeting minutes for August 8th were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by President Schuldt to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in 3 additions and a motion from Trustee Reese, supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Mr. Rak asked about progress in MEDC training online as detailed at the previous meeting. Trustees saif there were outdated links provided but the materials had been found and the training was under way.
A resident asked about a collapsed garage on Front Street and the new ordinance regarding such structures. Chief Rosemurgy said he had identified more than a dozen locations in the Village that would be receiving letters addressing those areas as a firdt step to getting them cleaned up before winter.

Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. He said it was typical of July that cash balances increased since property tax payments were now coming in.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Clerk Poirier introduced and read a letter drafted in response to a letter from Nicholas Daavettila Law office regarding an easement issue with a resident at 713 Hecla Street. A discussion ensued regarding the contents of the letter. Trustee Reese made a motion to forego sending the letter and just remove the rock and seed area “to equal quality of the yard”. Motion did not receive support. Further discussion resulted in a motion from Trustee Codere and supported by President Schuldt to send an amended letter (on file) and offer to remove the stones, seed and mulch the easement, but leave the swale to promote flow to the structure on the easement. Codere, Schuldt, Hoffman and Miller, aye. Reese and Aittama, nay. The motion was carried.
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  

Chief Rosemurgy said he had contacted a new potential part-time officer. James Westenbarger was a recent graduate of the academy and was getting part-time hours at various local departments. Rosemurgy said the background check came back clean and he was asking the Council to approve his hiring. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Hoffman to hire Mr. Westenbarger at the approved part-time officer rate. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Fire Report:
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve the fire report.  All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Public Works Report:


Poirier said the Maple Street project began today on the structure near M-26. He said Bacco Construction was there and this was the preliminary project prior to lining the sewer there as part of the FEMA project.

Poirier said he had again been contacted by Dan Sarazin regarding the snow dump area at the end of Gregory Street.  After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve expenses up to 8 hours for a bulldozer to shape the area to promote runoff away from his property. Downtown Development Authority:


Poirier introduced a draft resolution to set a date for a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance approving the draft TIF plan amendment. Poirier outlined the steps of the process. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to authorize and present the following resolution:

The following preamble and resolution were offered by Member Schuldt and supported by Member Reese:

WHEREAS, the Village of Lake Linden (the “Village”) is authorized by the provisions of Act 197, Public Acts of Michigan, 1975, as amended (“Act 197”), to create a downtown development authority; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Act 197, the Village Council of the Village duly established the Village of Lake Linden Downtown Development Authority (the “Authority”) which exercises its powers within the Downtown District designated by Village Council (the “District”); and

WHEREAS, in December 1989, the Village Council adopted an Ordinance approving the Authority’s Development and Tax Increment Financing Plan (as subsequently amended, the “Original Plan”), for the Development Area described in the Original Plan; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with the provisions of Act 57, Public Acts of Michigan, 2018 (“Act 57”), the Authority has prepared and submitted to the Village Council for approval an amendment to the Original Plan (the “Plan Amendment”); and

WHEREAS, prior to the approval of the Plan Amendment, it is necessary to conduct a public hearing in connection with the consideration of such proposed Plan Amendment as required by Act 57.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1.
The Village Council hereby acknowledges receipt of the Plan Amendment, attached hereto as Exhibit A, from the Authority and directs the Village Clerk to submit the Plan Amendment to the governing body of each taxing jurisdiction within the Authority’s District.

2.
There shall be a public hearing on Thursday, the 19th day of September, 2019, at 6:30 p.m., Easter Time, in the Village Council Chambers to consider adoption by the Village Council of an ordinance approving the Plan Amendment.

3.
The Village Clerk shall cause notice of said public hearing to be published twice before the public hearing in The Daily Mining Gazette, a newspaper of general circulation in the Village.  The first such notice shall be published not less than 20 days before the date set for the public hearing and shall be published as a display advertisement prominent in size.  The Clerk also shall cause the notice to be mailed by first class mail not less than 20 days  prior to the hearing to all property taxpayers of record in the Authority’s District as shown by the most recent tax roll of the Village.  The Clerk also shall post, or cause the posting of, the notice in at least 20 conspicuous and public places in the Authority’s District not less than 20 days before the hearing.  The Clerk shall also cause notice of the hearing to be mailed via certified mail, not less than 20 days before the public hearing, to the governing body of each taxing jurisdiction levying taxes that would be subject to capture by the DDA if the Plan Amendment is approved.

Section 1 – Introduction 

In 1989, the Village of Lake Linden (the "Village") established a Downtown Development Authority under Act 197, Public Acts of Michigan, 1975, as amended (“the DDA Act”). Once established, the Village of Lake Linden Downtown Development Authority (the "DDA") prepared the original Development and Tax Increment Financing Plan (the "Original Plan") in 1989. The Original Plan was subsequently amended in 2006 and 2014 (as amended, the "Amended Plan"). The Development Area is as indicated in Appendix A hereto.

The Lake Linden DDA was established to help address issues in the downtown related to aging infrastructure, developing a recreational area, attracting business to the community, and the preservation of the historic nature of the community. Now, to continue these efforts, a renewal of the DDA reaffirms those goals and also identifies new items required to keep the downtown vital and to enhance its historic and economic assets.

The DDA and the Village now desire to amend the Amended Plan pursuant to the procedures set forth in Act 57, Public Acts of Michigan, 2018 (“Act 57”), in order to update certain elements of the plan, including provisions authorizing the acquisition, financing and completion of new projects and activities for the purpose of preventing property value deterioration and encouraging further investment within the district in accordance with Act 57.

In order to accomplish these projects this 2019 Amendment extends the life of the Amended Plan to terminate upon the collection of the last taxes levied for the year 2049, and to establish a maximum bonding limit.

2019 Amendment Supplements the Original Plan


This 2019 Amendment is an update and addition to the Amended Plan and must be read in concert with the Amended Plan.  The 2019 Amendment refers to certain portions of the Amended Plan but does not repeal or abrogate any provision of the Amended Plan unless expressly stated.  (The Amended Plan as amended by this 2019 Amendment is referred to herein as the “2019 Amended Plan” or “2019 Amendment”.)

Amendment to Development Plan

The Development Plan portion of the Amended Plan is hereby amended as follows.

The Location, Extent, Character and Estimated Cost of Improvements and Estimated Time for Completion


In light of the changing and growing needs of the community and the need to finance and complete several projects outlined in the Amended Plan in order to fulfill the purpose of the Amended Plan and the DDA Act, this 2019 Amended Plan includes the following additions to the improvement program of the DDA.  The program continues to focus on projects that will prevent deterioration of the downtown business district, and encourage private development and investment in the district.  The following projects are added to the Development Plan of the Amended Plan, with estimated costs and time frames for each:

Amendment to Tax Increment Financing Plan

The Tax Increment Financing portion of the Amended Plan is hereby amended as follows.

Maximum Bonded Indebtedness

The DDA or the Village, or both, may issue bonds to pay all or a portion of the cost of the projects described in the 2019 Amended Plan.  The maximum amount of bonded indebtedness to be incurred for or on behalf of the DDA under the 2019 Amended Plan shall be Five Hundred Thousand Dollars $500,000.

Duration of the Amended Plan

The 2019 Amended Plan will terminate upon the collection of the last taxes levied for the year 2049.  The Village may abolish this plan when it finds that the purposes for which this plan was approved have been accomplished, but not before the principal and interest owing on any outstanding indebtedness has been paid in full, or funds sufficient for such payment have been segregated.
