Regular meeting
September 19th, 2019

The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:35pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Hoffman, Aittama, Heide, Codere and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

The September regular meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Codere to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in 1 addition and a motion from Trustee Hoffman, supported by Trustee Reese to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
A resident asked about the Maple Street project progress. Poirier said that the initial construction was largely complete and that the sewer lining company would be on site in two weeks to complete. He also said that MDOT approved lining the portion of the sewer under the State trunkline under a separate work order to the tune of about $22,000. Responding to a second comment, Poirier said that draft letters were sent to residents as first contact under the junk and dangerous buildings ordinances
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. He said the cash balances were solid for each of the funds. increased since property tax payments were now coming in.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Motion was carried.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced a franchise agreement proposal from SemCo Energy, stating that it was not urgent to act on it immediately. Poirier said that he would contact other municipalities to review their agreement with SemCo. The Council discussed it as an opportunity to leverage their desire for the agreement to upgrade some local facilities. Action was tabled pending these ideas.
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Codere to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.   
Fire Report:
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the fire report.  All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Chief Miller informed the Council that the family of recently retired fireman Don Kalcich, who had been honored after 50 years of service, was getting a plaque for his recognition and were wondering if the Council would allow them to hang it on the Hall. The Council unanimously gave its support in finding and preparing a visible location.

Miller also stated that everything was off the fire truck and it could be “disposed of” whenever.

Public Works Report:


Poirier introduced discussion regarding snow dump on Gregory Street. Council unanimously decided not to dump snow there this winter.

Various equipment needs were discussed. Poirier said he would solicit bids for push blade for the loader.

Small sinkhole on 2nd Street was repaired. Blacktop patch would be needed.


Sidewalk list completed for this year. Five areas in town were done.


Andrew and Adam would be attending a water operator class and would be gone next Monday thru Wednesday.


Stockpile sand had been delivered and road salt was on the way. MDOT stopped by to inspect salt/sand storage building. He was informed there is no storage building. Offered cost-share for blacktop pad but no action was taken.


Dangerous tree on 12th and Gregory would not be cut by UPPCo contractor. Poirier will get quotes on tree.
Downtown Development Authority:


Poirier re-introduced the Ordinance discussed in the public hearing. After a brief review a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to adopt the Ordinance to amend the Development and Tax Increment Financing Plan of the Village of Lake Linden Downtown Development Authority. Poll vote:   Aittama, Hoffman, Reese, Miller, Codere, Heide and Schuldt.


DDA Chair Pummill said he looked forward to continuing to work with the Village Council on upcoming projects on behalf of the DDA.  He said the sidewalk project on Calumet Street would be supported by the DDA and the park and playground continued to be priorities moving forward.         
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):


Poirier said he had completed most of the online Redevelopment Ready Community training, and that Trustee Codere had fully completed the training. He said that although training would soon be done, the Village had almost no documentation which would be on the RRC checklist so the pathway to being an RRC was a very long one.

Poirier said he had received no responses to the RFP for prices on replacing the Village Hall roof. He said he would try to find someone who would inspect and repair some areas on the back slope of the roof before winter.
