The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date at the Village Hall at 6:30pm. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to roll call: Reese, Hoffman, Aittama, Codere and Miller. 
Approval of Minutes:

The October 17th regular meeting and October 24th special meeting minutes were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from President Schuldt, supported by Trustee Miller to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.

Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds. He said the cash balances were solid for each of the funds.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Motion was carried.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier informed the Council that no word had yet been received from the State Infrastructure Bank regarding the loan application for the FEMA project reimbursements. He said he hoped to hear something (positive) by the end of the week.
Poirier asked the Council for continued support of the Christmas Cinema movie event. He said it was on December 7th. Trustees asked a few questions and a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Reese to support the event with $250.00.Poll: Yse: Aittama, Reese, Hoffman, Codere, Miller and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
Police Report:

The police report was presented. After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Codere to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.   
Fire Report:
1st Assistant Andy Kotila was on hand to give the fire report. He said the tentative date for the IWA Watercross event in 2020 was August 22nd. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the fire report.  All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Public Works Report:

Poirier said there had been a discussion regarding the purchase of a new push blade attachment for the loader. He thought now it would especially make things more efficient with the adding of a new DPW person. He presented information on the one previously discussed. A motion was made by President Schukdt and supported by Trustee Aittama to approve up to $3,500 for the purchase of the blade and accessories to attach. Poll vote: Yes: Schuldt, Aittama, Miller, Codere, and Hoffman. No: Reese. Motion was carried.
Downtown Development Authority:

DDA Chair Pummill gave a brief report. He said the monthly meeting in January would not be held.  
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):


Poirier said he had spoken to Jeff Ratcliffe regarding the lumber yard property. A developer had submitted a proposal to put up three 1400 sq. ft. homes on the lots there. The next step was to contact the Assessor to make sure the taxable value on the proposed units was sufficient for amortizing the brownfield loan.

He said that the Redevelopment Ready community assessment had taken place and Jeff had listed ways to complete items necessary for applying for funds from various programs. 
The Council discussed the DPW position opening. After a bit it was decided that the Executive committee would meet on Monday to go over the applications.
The seasonal position was discussed. Poirier said Goldsworthy had conducted road tests for three candidates and came up with the best person of them. A motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by Trustee Hoffman to hire Timothy Szymanski. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Poirier introduced sample ballot language for a renewal of the heavy equipment millage that had expired in the tax levy of 2019. He said the deadline for getting a question on the ballot for the March election was December 17th. After a brief presentation, a motion was made by Trustee Aittama and supported by President Schuldt to approve the following ballot wording.

“Shall the Village of Lake Linden continue to levy a total of 1.75 mills ($[1.75 per $1,000.00) on taxable value of property located in the Village of Lake Linden for a period of 5 (five) years beginning with the 2020 tax levy year and running through 2024 tax levy year (inclusive), which will raise in the first year of such levy an estimated revenue of $23,777.00  to be used for the purchase and upgrading of heavy equipment.  If approved this would be a renewal of a previously authorized millage.”

All were in favor of the language. Motion was carried.
