Approval of Minutes:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Jeff Ratcliffe from KEDA was on hand to let the Council know that it was still possible to get in a round of infrastructure funding provided some minimum criteria as far as reports and Village plans were met. He said he would guide the effort by supplying information and templates for the possible applications and the Council agreed to pursue the process to see if it was viable by the mid-February deadline.
“Poirier introduced the loan agreement he had just received from the State Infrastructure Bank. He said he had reviewed it and recommended that the Council approve its signing.  He outlined the terms and there was a discussion regarding some of them and a review of the document by section. The amounts and terms for repayment were reviewed, along with attached exhibits and Attachments. Finally, when all questions had been discussed, a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by President Schuldt to approve the terms of the agreement and to authorize Village Clerk Robert Poirier as the designated signatory for all documents pertaining to the loan, and to authorize the creation of a dedicated bank account and monthly reporting for the funds once received. Poll vote: Yes; Reese, Schuldt, Miller, Hoffman and Codere. No: None. Motion was carried.”
Poirier introduced a form from MERS to dissolve one of the two Units within the pension plan. He said the unit had been inactive since there were two full-time police officers, and the police officers who qualify for MERS can use the one division making the second unnecessary. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve dissolving the 2nd division within the MERS pension plan. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
The fire report was read into the record and a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Police Report:

 The police report was read into the record and a motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Miller to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Fire Report:
The fire report was read into the record and a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Fire chief Miller said that the department wanted to apply for new turnout gear in conjunction with several other local departments through the Firefighters grant program. The catch, he said, was that the application would cost the Village $500. If it went unfunded then subsequent applications would only be $50. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the $500 for the application to FEMA under the program. Poll vote: Yes; Schuldt, Reese, Miller, Codere and Hoffman. No; None. Motion was carried.
