After a lengthy debate, a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the proposed plan as submitted.  All were in favor. Motion was carried. Copies of the approved plan are available at the Village office.

Poirier presented a summary of the committee meeting held to discuss the meter replacement project and also turned out to be a discussion of the proposed State copper and lead rules that were to be imposed in the near future. He said those details would wait but that the initial step in the meter project was to approve a request for bid document for the installation and recording of the meter changeovers. The draft document was reviewed and after a short discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to approve the wording and disseminate the request to qualified contractors. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
