
Lake Linden Village Council
Regular Meeting
April 16th, 2020
The Lake Linden Village Council met on the above date. The meeting was conducted virtually using the Zoom application under the terms of Executive Order 2020-48 allowing virtual attendance of Council members, with President Schuldt presiding. Clerk Poirier conducted the Zoom application at the Village Hall, allowing for the meeting room to be open to the public and for people to view the virtual discussions and motions made by the Council. The following Trustees logged in to the meeting and responded to the roll: Reese, Hoffman, Codere, Heide and Miller. 

Trustee Hoffman requested a moment of silence for recently departed Council Trustee James Aittama. He was Village President for 10 years and a trustee on the Council for an additional 24 years.
Approval of Minutes:

The March regular meeting minutes and special meeting minutes from March 30th were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Reese to approve them. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Hoffman, supported by Trustee Miller to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
Time was made available for public comment at the Hall meeting room, but no comment was made.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over the footnotes for each of the funds.
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier presented a letter from the Western Upper Peninsula Health Dept. regarding the Governor’s most recent “Stay Home, Stay Safe” Executive Order. A letter addressing Executive Order 2020-21 was also sent but that order had been rescinded. Also, a public health advisory dated April 6th regarding travel restrictions was presented.  
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Hoffman to accept. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Fire Report:
A report on recent activity was presented by Trustee Miller. The 4th of July celebration was discussed as it related to the current restrictions and measures taken by the State. No decision on holding the event was made at this time.
Public Works Report:

Poirier discussed quotes from Northland Lawn, Sports and Equipment for a John Deere Zero-turn mower and the compact tractor. After a discussion it was determined to table the matter of the compact tractor for now. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to purchase the quoted John Deere Z915E mower for $6,213.56, which was under the budgeted capital outlay budget amount for the fiscal year. All were in favor. Motion was carried.


Poirier mentioned that the bond notice for the water meter project 45-day period expired on May 10th. He still had no indication of how the current limits on social activity would impact the project but would contact the attorney regarding the next step of selling municipal bonds for the financing to keep the process on track.
Downtown Development Authority:

Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

The subject of having essential employees, functions and risk factors associated with activities and compensation was discussed, along with other compensation issues. As a result the following was presented.
Poirier said that no assistant foreman position had been appointed since Adam Moyle’s departure. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to appoint Robert Audette to the position along with the prerequisite hourly stipend. Poll vote: Yes: Schuldt, Codere, Hoffman, Miller, Reese and Heide. No: none. Motion was carried. Next, the idea of additional compensation for essential Village employees was discussed. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Heide to add $1.00 per hour to all essential Village employees’ wages retroactive to March 23rd, the enacting of Governor Whitmer’s Executive Order 2020-20 imposing social distancing restrictions, and through May 2nd, the end of the corresponding pay period. Poll vote: Yes; Reese, Heide, Hoffman, Codere, Miller and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
