
Lake Linden Village Council
Regular Meeting

September 23rd, 2021
The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:30pm on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Reese, Codere, Hoffman, Moyle, and Miller. Trustee Heide was granted an excused absence.
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the August regular meeting and the September 2nd special meeting were presented. A motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Miller to approve. All were in favor. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in one addition and a motion from Trustee Hoffman, supported by Trustee Moyle to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
There were no public comments.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. 
After a brief discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Miller to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poll vote: Yes: Hoffman, Miller, Reese, Moyle, Codere, and Schuldt.
      No: None.  Motion was carried.
Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier introduced information regarding the Par Plan renewal for 2021-22. He said the quoted premium was $20,444, or about $900 higher than the preceding year. He said in 2022, bids could be solicited for the insurance but Par Plan held 99% of the business for U.P. municipalities and he had not been able to find bidders the last few times.  After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Moyle to renew the policy at the quoted premium. Poll vote:  Yes: Reese, Moyle, Miller, Hoffman, Codere and Schuldt. No: None. Motion was carried. 
Poirier said that the allocation for the ARPA stimulus program for municipalities was still in progress but that it would definitely be paid out over two years, which meant about a $50,000 payment in 2021 and 22.  He said it was still not clear if a budget would have to be submitted as a condition of payment but if it was it would be relatively straightforward.  He said the first payment was still expected this year.  
Poirier introduced a letter from the Village of Clinton regarding the ongoing issues with EGLEs lead/copper rules for water systems. He said they were working to amend some problematic mandates contained in the rules.  
Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. Chief Rosemurgy had included a request for a computer-based blotter system. He said it would simplify research and investigations. The cost, after initial set-up, was about $1,200/yr. After a discussion a motion was made by Trustee Hoffman and supported by Trustee Reese to approve the purchase and to include the annual cost as a part of future budgets for the police.  Poll vote: Yes: Hoffman, Reese, Moyle, Codere, Miller and Schuldt. No: None. Motion was carried.  

A motion was then made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Miller to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Fire Report:
Chief Andy Kotila was not in town and was unavailable for the meeting. DDA and Council said a final report on the two Fire Dept. events should be presented as soon as possible. 
Public Works Report:

Poirier gave a brief summary on projects that were in progress.
Downtown Development Authority:

Chair Pummill gave the report. He said they were ready to begin discussions on recreation planning. It was decided to get together some time in early November for the first meeting.  

Pummill asked if there was information on the community survey compiled in 2008. Poirier said he would get the details to the DDA.

DDA requested report on the fire department events as well.
Pummill asked if the Village would entertain bids and a DDA cost-share to develop a new website. It was determined that bids would be solicited.
Executive (Chair: President Schuldt):

There was no report.
Infrastructure:    

Poirier presented a letter written by engineer Dick Supina to Tom Flaminio of EGLE regarding the Village/Township water agreement negotiations. The letter assured him that there was no animus between the two parties as Mr. Flaminio had interpreted from conversations with Supina. The idea was to solicit advice on how to proceed. Negotiations were ongoing and hopefully quick progress could be made.

Poirier introduced the bid attachment received by Portage Lake Construction. He said it was the only bid received and was for the ten projects included on the list previously reviewed by the Council. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to approve the bid and authorize the work to proceed as soon as possible. Poll vote: Yes: Schuldt, Codere, Miller, Hoffman, and Miller. No: Reese. Motion was carried.  
Property & Equipment 
Poirier said the search for a sweeper was still ongoing. A discussion took place regarding how to get rid of the old sweeper. A motion was then made by Trustee Reese and supported by Trustee Moyle to allocate up to $1,100 to transport the sweeper to the Nitke Equipment Auction for it to be sold.  Poll vote: Reese, Moyle, Codere, Miller, Hoffman and Schuldt. No; None. Motion was carried.
The subject of the Village Hall roof was raised again. Poirier said urgent attention was required and suggested allocation of the proposed ARPA money and even perhaps a loan from the SIB fund. There was not unanimous consent on that aspect.  After a short review it was determined that most importantly someone be found to patch it before winter if possible.  Once numbers were found another meeting could be held to approve work.

Public Safety & Policy: 

There was no committee business.
Parks & Recreation:

Poirier said that the campground grant application for new camp sites was on shaky ground. He said the preliminary scoring was 110 out of 250 and there were some sections that he didn’t think the score could be improved. He had spoken to John Paul at Traverse to try to tweak the score as much as possible and would submit those changes by the September 30th deadline.


Poirier said that he would meet with the recreation committee to finalize a draft for campground rules for the 2022 camping season. He said it would be based on the State Park format but would include relevant sections for the Village.

electrical bids for the marina project were opened on Tuesday and that Dick Supina was sorting through them for the Council’s upcoming approval.

Late Agenda Items:


Poirier said that an EGLE employee had stopped by to discuss the Watercross event with Goldsworthy. DPW Foreman toured the area on the sands with him and he seemed to be somewhat satisfied with measures taken to protect the area. Poirier said he had not yet received any official notification from any agency regarding additional measures or restrictions that would be required to hold future events on the site and his recommendation was that the Village not provide any until officially requested to do so.
