Regular Meeting

January 26th, 2022
The Lake Linden Village Council met at 6:30pm on the above date. President Schuldt presided. The following Trustees responded to the roll: Codere, Miller, Heide and Moyle. Trustee Hoffman and Reese were granted an excused absence. Trustee Heide thanked the Council members for their patience during his extended absence.
Approval of Minutes:

Previous meeting minutes from the December regular meeting were presented. A motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Codere to approve them. All were in favor. Trustee Heide abstained. Motion was carried.  
Approval of Agenda:
A brief discussion of the agenda resulted in a motion from Trustee Codere, supported by Trustee Miller to approve the agenda.  All were in favor.  Motion was carried.
Public Comments:
There were no public comments.
Bills and Financial Statement:


Clerk Poirier introduced the monthly expenses. He went over several footnotes. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the bills and financials. With the motion the following totals were approved for payment:

Poirier went over fund budgets and said he would have a couple of recommended amendments for the February meeting.

Correspondence/Clerk’s Information:
Poirier said he was still waiting to hear from the Hannula Agency regarding the added insurance for the Sportsman’s Club policy.
Poirier introduced materials related to the temporary road easement on the sands for the TLASA construction project. The Council members had toured the site last summer to place the road in a spot that would least disrupt the current facilities. The official easement document was included in the documents and after a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Miller, to approve the easement and to authorize the Clerk and President to sign the form. All were in favor. Motion was carried. 
Poirier presented the annual request from the CopperDog 150 sled race officials for approval to run the race through the northeast corner of the Village on the ATV trail. Separate insurance from the event would be provided prior to the event. A motion was made by Trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Heide to approve the request. All were in favor. Motion was carried.

Poirier introduced a draft of the ballot language for the renewal of the 1.75 mils for emergency services, which had lapsed in 2021. He said the language included the required stipulations and recommended it be approved to be submitted to the Houghton County Clerk for final review and approval. After a brief discussion a motion was made by President Schuldt and supported by Trustee Moyle to approve the language for submission. All were in favor. Motion was carried. The submission was as follows:

VILLAGE OF LAKE LINDEN

EMERGENCY SERVICES MILLAGE RENEWAL PROPOSAL

(POLICE & FIRE)

Shall the Village of Lake Linden continue to levy a millage for Village Police and Fire Department operations of 1.75 mills ($1.75 per $1,000 of taxable value), subject to applicable Headlee millage rollbacks, for an additional five (5) years, beginning in 2022 and through 2026, inclusive, raising an estimated $25,392.19 in 2022?  This is a renewal of a previously authorized millage which expired with the 2021 tax levy.”

Police Report:
The police report was read into the record. A motion was made by Trustee Miller and supported by Trustee Hiede to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
Fire Report:
Poirier then presented a copy of the fire report submitted by Chief Kotila. Discussions on the report were as follows:

· Addition of two new full-time members. Since this would increase the approved maximum number, no action was taken.

· The process for funding a fire hall was included. Under the current structure, there was no avenue to fund a building with that type of cost. It was determined that the committee and a delegation from the Council meet to discuss some of these issues before moving forward.

A motion was made by trustee Codere and supported by Trustee Moyle to accept the report. All were in favor. Motion was carried.
